If there is no acoustic piano at the venue, I will bring all or some the keyboards listed below. If there is a piano, I may bring a couple of them anyway, in negotiation with the promoter.
For the full range of keyboards, I need 4 mics and a p.a. with 6 channels. If required I can bring the mics and a p.a. suitable for small venues (bars, galleries etc.). 
If I bring the ‘ship’s piano’, it may be appropriate to only bring one or two of the other keyboards too, depending on the set length/number of sets. 

I require one person to help me move the ship’s piano; I have a hydraulic lift to remove it from the car and wheel it around, but if any stairs are involved it needs to be lifted by two people (it weighs about 60 kg, about the same as an early 70s Rhodes).
